January Finance Report:  

Income - Total income for the month was $6,222.98.  January was a three week income 

month as we were closed on the 25th due to weather.  Even so we averaged $1,556 per week 

for a four week month.  I calculate our break even to be about $1,300 per week for the year 

2026. 

Expenses - Expenses for the month totaled $5,805.24.  The largest bill for the month was the 

semi-annual property tax payment of $1,281.45.  This payment is for both the church and the 

parsonage.  The checkbook balance for the month increased to $43,629.99, an increase of 

$530.62 for the month.  Of this total, $41,286.37 is for the general fund. 

• Roof Issues 

At our meeting on Feb 25, we were briefed on the repair status of both roofs, the one over the 

Fellowship Hall (#1) and the other over the Sunday School building (#2). 

Roof #1 and #2 will each receive some patching/repair work as soon as the weather breaks 

and the contractor can access the roofs without concern for snow and low temperatures.  

The cost of those repairs is approximately $5000 and can be covered in our current budget. 

This patching/repair work will extend the life of roof #1 for about ±12 months, at which time it 

will need to be completely replaced. The estimate for that replacement is approximately 

$50,000.The patching work on roof #2 will extend its life for approximately 3-5 years.  

We have no estimate for that replacement because it has different roofing material and costs 

will certainly change in 3-5 years. Currently, due to the poor condition of roof #1, our  

insurance company will not cover a loss due to property damage or personal liability if caused 

by a leak. The insurance coverage can only be reinstated once a new roof is installed and the 

insurance company inspects it. 

 

• Chair-lifts have been repaired for now, potential upgrades to the chair lifts were discussed 

but estimates for replacement are not yet available. Other possible improvements for 

handicapped accessibility were introduced and further research into options and costs are 

needed. 

 

Other Trustee items: 

• A letter of intent to terminate the copy machine contract will be sent. We will need to pur-

chase a copier/printer/scanner that accommodates large-size paper.  

• Spring workday 4/25, rain date 5/2.  

• Thanks to Jim Moyer for his work on waxing the floors!  

• Gundlach is scheduled to clean out the heat exchanger and replace capacitor.  

• Steve and Terri Boegli will continue as parsonage caretakers for 2026.
